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The ports of Ibaraki are connected to four major
expressways, including the Joban expressway,
Kita-Kanto expressway, Ken-o Expressway, and
Higashi-Kanto expressway, which can improve logistics
efficiency for business in the northern Kanto region.
For example, compared to the use of the Port of Tokyo,
transportation efficiency between each port and Utsu-
nomiya can be expected to be about twice as efficient
when using the Ibaraki Port (Hitachinaka District).

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Ibaraki Port Hitachi District
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Port of Ibaraki is situated 95-120km northeast of Tokyo, with Hitachi District
located furthest to the north.
